In this webinar we’re going to be discussing social media – basically who’s using it, why they’re using it, and how you can use it to promote your library.  We’ll talk about some guidelines for social media success, and some of the more popular sites being used.  Because no one has had the same social media experience, I’m inviting all of you to add your own ideas, opinions, and observations to the discussion.  This is such a big topic, there’s no way we’ll be able to cover everything in an hour.  

Social media can be defined as technology that invites you to interact, not only with the technology itself, but other users using that technology. 

The graphic shown here lists some of the more popular platforms.  Some of these we’ll be discussing more fully during the webinar.  

As this picture shows, each platform has its own particular niche.  
Twitter provides short, real-time status updates.
Facebook isn’t as real-time dependent, and allows longer updates.
Foursquare is a phone app that allows you to check into local areas of interest – like business, organizations, and other places.  
Instagram is an iphone app that allows you to share pictures, usually edited with special filters. 
YouTube is a platform for sharing and commenting on videos.
Linkedin is a social networking site used mainly for professional networking. 
Pinterest is a visual social cataloging site.
Last.fm – like Pandora, plays music based on your preferences, taking into account how other users tag/review music.  
Google+ - Google’s answer to Facebook, Google + facilitates video chats, gaming, and more.

Facebook and Twitter share primarily text based information.  YouTube is meant for videos. People tend to go to YouTube for television clips, music videos, and personal vlogs (video blogs).  However, YouTube is also great for showing people how to do things, or sharing videos of library programming.

Flexibility is key in your social media plan.  Platforms rise and fall in popularity and your organization needs to be prepared for that.  That doesn’t mean you need to follow every flash in the pan, but it does mean that you need to be observant of your audience.

An example of this is Google+.  Google+ is Google’s answer to Facebook and it’s still in the early adoption phase.  Because G+ integrates easily into other Google tools we can expect it to grow in popularity.

Once you’ve made the leap to social media, you need to have something to say.  Preferably something interesting and posted on a regular basis.  Try to post something – a video, an announcement, a local news item – at least once a week.  I would caution against posting more than twice a day (on a regular basis).  You don’t want to overwhelm your audience.  Decide what works best for you.  


Be Human

The entire point of social media is interaction.  People expect there to be a human on the other end of your posts.  


Engage Your Followers


Presenter
Presentation Notes
That means that someone needs to monitor comments and engage in real conversations with your users.  Talk about your favorite authors, recent arrivals, or upcoming programs.  When someone posts, or comments on your site, make sure you acknowledge them.  Remember that you’re building relationships, even if you never see that person in real life.

Not everyone will be complimentary.  You have an opportunity to show your customer service skills in a very public environment.  Fix the things you can, explain policy when you need to, and make sure people know that you’re hearing what they are saying.    


Friends and Followers

The more friends and followers you have, the more of an audience you have for your message.  You not only want to connect with your users, but also with people that can help you spread your message.  That’s a two way street though, as you are implicitly agreeing to help your friends spread their messages as well.  


Quality vs. Quantity

Don’t worry about the amount of friends or followers you have.  Focus on quality of your interaction.  Having a smaller audience lets you engage on a more meaningful, personal level. 

For the most part, people are always keepers – even if they’re not in your library’s service area.  


Professional vs. Personal

Remember that your library account is not your personal account.  Personal gripes, ranting, or venting are not appropriate in this forum.  Information on the internet never dies, once posted it’s always out there.
