• 400 million users 
• Deeper connections 

with people you 
already know 

• Better for local 
news/events 

• Better for things that 
are not time 
sensitive 
 



Twitter 
• 75 million users 
• 140 character limit 
• Better for 

connecting with 
people you don’t 
know 

• Better for time 
sensitive material 

• Real time 
conversations 



YouTube 
• 800 million people 

per month  
• People are more 

likely to watch 
short videos  

• Great for tours, 
tutorials, book 
talks/trailers, and 
more! 



Pinterest 
• Roughly 30 million 

users per month  
• Drives traffic to 

your website, blog, 
or other marketing 
channels 

• Inspiration – not 
socialization 

• Works with other 
social media 
platforms 



Instagram 
• Photo sharing 
• Roughly 100 

million active users 
• Uses hashtags to aid 

in discovery 
• Now owned by 

Facebook 



Diigo 
• Social bookmarking 
• Annotate and tag 

links for discovery 
• Highlight and add 

sticky notes to 
specific text on a 
website 

• Can be used 
privately or with a 
group 



Tumblr 
• Microblogging 

platform 
• Shares images, 

video, and audio as 
well as text 

• Can follow specific 
blogs or track 
specific tags
