Application

Applications are accepted March 1 through May 1 of each year. The 21st Century School Library
Committee, comprised of library and education professionals, reviews all applications. Award
announcements are made in late May/early June. Awardees are also formally recognized at an annual
conference held in the fall. Award status is valid for a three-year period.

*Paraprofessionals cannot receive this award. Certified librarians and teachers who work in the library
full time are eligible.
